Time table after the earth quake

1) 2011, March 11", 14:46, from Sanriku to Ibaraki
area, the earth quake of M 9.0(revised March 13, from

M8.8 by the Ministry)

2) After 30 minutes (about 15:16), over 7 m (8-9 m)
height Tsunami came to the 500 km width of the coast

area.

3) The electricity accident was happened in Fukushima
nuclear power plants.

4) It was very cold (at least — 5 °C), and had a lot of
snow. Victims died by not only tsunami but also low
temperature.

Fortunately, Japan is covered with School
districts, and the school buildings functions as
shelters.

The teachers in each school district confirmed
the safety of all the residents (citizens) at the

time of the crisis.

A number of teachers dedicated themselves to
the local area.

Community centers might be helpful for the
place of evacuation.



Next day of the disaster= To the evacuation center.

- Kesennuma Junior High school. = on the low hill

* About 450 people spent their night at the school gym.
=Finally, about 800
people !
- Three biscuits per person in a day.

- Not enough blankets.
